Past Master (To Incoming Master): I now present to you the Charter of the Oasis. It has in the past for many years been entrusted to the hands of worthy and distinguished Brothers and Sisters, and I am sure that in delivering it to you it will lose none of its former splendor, but will be transmitted to your Successor pure and unsullied as you now receive it. 

Past Master: I now present you with the Oasis talisman, the Lamp of Horizon. See well to it that these weapons are used with diligence, ferocity, justice, and art; and pass them to your successor with increased potency.

Past Master: Sister, who do you appoint as Deputy Master of this Oasis? 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B. 

(Deputy Master approaches) 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B., I appoint you to the Office of Deputy Master of this Oasis. It is your duty to be able to assume the responsibilities of the Master in an emergency, and to function as his duly appointed Deputy in such capacities as the Master may indicate, in readiness to step into the role of Master when necessary. 
(Deputy Master leaves to stand at their station)  

Past Master: Sister, who do you appoint as Treasurer of this Oasis? 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B. 

(Treasurer rises, and approaches) 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B., I appoint you to the Office of Treasurer of this Oasis. It is your duty to receive all moneys; to keep and report just and regular accounts of the same, and pay thereout at the Master’s will and pleasure, with the consent of the Oasis. 
(Treasurer leaves to stand at their station)  

Past Master: Sister, who do you appoint as Secretary of this Oasis? 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B. 

(Sec. rises, and approaches) 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B., I appoint you to the Office of Secretary of this Oasis. It is your duty to record and report the Minutes of all meetings, and to maintain the history and records of the Oasis. 
(Sec. leaves to stand at their station)

Past Master: Sister, who do you appoint as EGC Secretary of this Oasis? 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B. 

(EGC Sec. rises and approaches) 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B., I appoint you to the Office of EGC Secretary of this Oasis. It is your duty to to see to the proper performance of EGC ceremonies, and to record and report the dates of Baptisms, Confirmations, and Ordinations.  
(EGC Sec. leaves to stand at their station) 

Past Master: Sister, who do you appoint as Initiation Secretary of this Oasis? 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B. 

(Int Sec. rises and approaches) 

Incoming Master: Bro./Sis. A.B., I appoint you to the Office of Initiation Secretary of this Oasis. It is your duty to see to, record and report the Lustration, Consecration and Devotion of our brethren.

(Int Sec. leaves to stand at their station)

Past Master (to Incoming Master): I now present you the Book of the Law. It is the revelation of the New Aeon, and I commend it to your careful study. It should be the constant endeavor of all Brothers and Sisters of O.T.O. to penetrate its sacred mysteries.
